NJ DOT Commissioner Jack Lettiere SET TO ANNOUNCE TEA-21 GRANTS THURSDAY IN GIBBSBORO
GIBBSBORO TO RECEIVE $500K FOR STREETSCAPE PROJECT
On Thursday, July 22, 2004 at 11 am at Lucas Park in Gibbsboro, New Jersey DOT Commissioner Jack Lettiere will hold a press conference to announce the department’s selections for TEA-21 project grants.  Just 27 projects, including one from Gibbsboro, were selected for funding out of 205 statewide applications. The Gibbsboro grant is the third largest in the state.   In Camden County, Barrington and Pennsauken Township will also receive $500,000, while Berlin Township is set to get $400,000.
Sixth district Assemblyman Lou Greenwald has been instrumental in assisting Gibbsboro with its transportation projects with the strong support of State Senator John Adler and Assemblywoman Mary Previte.  Earlier this year, Gibbsboro received NJ DOT FY 2004 funding of $200,000 for its phase III bikeway project and $150,000 for phase II Winding Way reconstruction.

“This grant is a tremendous affirmation by the NJ DOT and our legislators of our vision of our community and the route 561 corridor.  We look forward to bringing that vision to fruition and toward opportunities to work with our neighboring communities on an even larger scale.”    The $500,000 grant will be used to develop a streetscape along Lakeview Drive (AKA Haddonfield-Berlin Road) from the Voorhees Township border approaching the Paint Works Corporate Center.  

Gibbsboro has been a progressive community applying innovative techniques to balance new development, preserve historic resources, acquire municipal open space, and develop recreation opportunities.  The municipal government presently owns more than 20% of the town’s land area, has built and operates a senior recreation center, including a bowling alley, and is now embarked on developing an innovative bikeway and pedestrian circulation system.   

In 2002 the NJ DEP recognized Gibbsboro with the Environmental Excellence Award for Abundant Open Space.
