Winding Way

2005 ended with lots of good news for Winding
Way residents. First, the NJ DOT announced
that Gibbsboro will receive $150,000 earmarked
for Winding Way reconstruction. In December,
the NJ Department of the Treasury awarded two
discretionary grants totaling $160,000 to the
project. The Borough will add $100,000 to the
project and hopes to complete the entire road
with this phase by mid-2006.

Winding Way is the longest municipal road at
about a mile in length. Over the last two years
the town has replaced the entire sewer and storm
drainage systems.
