COLOMBO LIQUORS GETS SIGN
APPROVAL

Colombo Development, operator of the former
Crown Liquors, received a Certificate of
Appropriateness and approval to install new sand
blasted facade signs on the property. The signs
will replace existing signage and be consistent
with the Borough’s sign and streetscape
requirements. The existing free standing sign on
the property will be removed. Approval was
granted at the May 8 Planning Board meeting.

SUBDIVISION APPROVED

On May 8, the Planning Board granted approval
for a minor subdivision for Block 10, lots 1,
2.01, 2.06, 3.01, 3.02 and Block 11.02, Lot 1 for
J&W Paintworks. The subdivision separates the
new CVS property from the adjacent lands
owned by J&W Paintworks, notably the former
Micro Warehouse property.

CHANGES PROPOSED AT CHICK’S
BLOCK

Significant changes are being proposed by WTW
Investments, owners of the Chick’s Block
Company on Lakeview Drive.

WTW is seeking approval to demolish several
structures on the site that are in poor condition
including the block manufacturing tower visible
from Clementon Road (AKA Centennial
Boulevard). A residence in the rear of the
property is also proposed for the wrecking ball.

The firm is also proposing constructing
streetscape improvements including acorn
lighting and sections of the “Gibbsboro Wall.”

The application should be ready for a vote by the
Planning Board in June or July.

END OF A LANDMARK?

For more than a decade the former Gibbsboro
Tavern has languished as an eyesore at the
intersection Berlin Road and South United States
Avenue. Since the town’s incorporation in 1924,
the site has been home to a tavern, gas station,
liquor store, and pizza parlor. With the
revitalization of the Paintworks, the liquor
license was sold off to developer Robert
Scarborough who deployed it at Lakeside Manor
and then the Chop House.

After the sale of the liquor license, the property
steadily declined to its present uninhabitable
condition. A broken water line caused
significant damage a few years ago and
vandalism further robbed the building of any
rehabilitation potential.

On May 8 two underground gasoline storage
tanks were removed from the Berlin Road side of
the property. They were remnants of the former
Citgo station that closed in the 1960’s. That
evening the Planning Board granted a Certificate
of Appropriateness to demolish the structure. If
soil tests are favorable, the remainder of the
structure will be razed and the contract
purchasers, WSPR Land Acquisition Company,
expect to propose a new federal style office
building for the site.
