AFFORDABLE HOUSING
UPDATE

The second round regional contribution
agreement (RCA) with Woodlynne remains
under appeal with the state’s Appellate Division.
Recently Fair Share Housing Center (FSHC), the
appellant in that matter, filed a motion with the
Honorable Mary Eva Colalillo, Presiding Judge
Chancery requesting that she order Gibbsboro to
proceed with the preparation of Third Round
Affordable Housing Plan while FSHC’s appeal
proceeds in the Appellate Division. The
Borough opposed the motion. The judge agreed
with the town that full jurisdiction in this matter
lies with the Appellate Division until that matter
is resolved.

LAND USE ACTIONS

On October 23, the ZONING BOARD granted a
side yard variance to Richard and Anna May
Fichter of 10 United States Avenue to construct
an addition.

The PLANNING BOARD, on October 30,
granted preliminary site plan approval to W. T.
W. Investments LLC T/A Chick’s Block, Inc to
construct a sales pavilion, demolish certain
structures and construct streetscape
improvements at Chick’s Block Company on
Lake View Drive (county route 561).



HILLMAN JOINS HALL OF FAME
Gibbsboro field hockey legend Lori Hillman was inducted into the
Eastern Regional High School Athletic Hall of Fame on Friday,
November 2. She was a 2002 graduate of Eastern. Under Hillman’s
leadership as a sophomore, Eastern’s field hockey program started on
an unbeaten streak that garnered national attention. Her teams won
three consecutive state field hockey titles.

Hillman earned virtually every honor that could be bestowed upon a
high school athlete. Her accomplishments included participating in
the USA Field Hockey's Futures program, participating five times in
the Junior Olympic Games, earning NFHCA high school All-
America first team honors in 2000 and 2001 and second team
NFHCA All-America honors in 1999.

After high school Lori attended the University of Michigan. In 2002
she was the Big 10 Freshman of the Year. In 2004 she was selected
NFHCA All-America (third team), NFHCA All-West Region (1st
team), All Big 10, Big 10 Defensive Player of the Year, All-Big 10
Tournament team, and Big 10 Tournament MVP. In her senior year
(2005) Hillman was selected as one of 16 collegiate student-athletes
named to its NCAA Division I All-America first team, the Big Ten
Tournament's Most Valuable Player, an All-West Region first team
choice for the second time, All-Big Ten first team, and recipient of
the Big Ten Sportsmanship Award.

In April, former Mayor Joe
Hartmann was inducted into the
Haddonfield Memorial High School
Athletic Hall of Fame.

Eastern Regional High School
educator Nancy Snyder was
recognized for 30 years of
service to the district.
